There is a beautiful Chassidic  teaching th at speaks of
finding our true identity and th at hints to our soulÕs
purpose.  The soul is like a flame consisting of many
sparks. Some of these sacred sparks dwell within the
self, others live in exile, scattered throughout the
world. To reunite these dislocated sparks with the
soul, a person must journey to the places where the
sparks reside. According to this legend, each person
has a unique mission on earth that no one else can
accomplish. In order to fulfill the soul mission, a
person must find the sparks and merge the sparks
already within them;  so that they can set those sparks
free. Collecting the sparks takes the individual to their
truth. Through the rendezvous with oneÕs past, a Jew
has the opportunity to recover the exiled sparks that
are destined to be reunited with or her own soul. In
this way, one may discover who they are and become
spiritually whole. Baal Shem Tov.
